Listed below are some random thoughts and suggestions that |
have recently received on Of cer Safety.

Some departments have added a new type of vibration siren
to their cruisers to compensate for the distracted driving of
people using cell phones, earphones and a variety of non-
driving related activities.

While hoping that it is never used, many departments have
expanded Crisis Intervention training.

More departments are adding GPS locating systems to cruisers
so others can locate an of cer in need of assistance.

Less than lethal weapons are being added as standard
equipmentto minimize the number of hands on confrontational
situations of cers must deal with.

Departments are giving more thought to extended rest periods
between shifts and limits on the number of consecutive hours
personnel work.

One department has supervisors ride along with of cers and
pose a number of what if tactical questions to keep people
thinking and current with department policies.

One Chief does an annual report to of cers telling them how
of cers across the country have been injured or killed in the
past year. An annual reminder of where danger lies.

Do frequent inspections of equipment. Dont wait until it is
needed to nd out something isn t working properly.

Extra personnel are assigned during extremely inclement
weather so that no of cer is out there alone.

EVOC and Defensive Driving training focuses on the highest
frequency and highest danger element of the job.

Dangerous suspect and other alerts are sent to of cer s MDTs
in addition to being broadcast by radio. Many people absorb
information better when it is written rather than the spoken
word and this also gives them something to refer back to.

Hope these tips are helpful.

Last fall at a Maine Chiefs training on law updates, it was
discovered that there were several variations of the Miranda
Warning & Waiver being used by law enforcement of cers in
Maine. The Attorney General s Of ce examined the variations
and issued the following as the recommended language for the
Warning & Waiver.

The Attorney Generals Of ce no longer offers free Miranda
cards. For that reason, the Maine Chiefs of Police Association
has printed up a stock of the cards with the recommended
language and is now in a position to offer the cards to law
enforcement agencies in the State at the following cost:

$15.00 plus mailing cost for 100 cards.
$10.00 plus mailing cost for 50 cards.
$5.00 plus mailing cost for 25 cards.

$.25 apiece for 1-24 cards plus mailing costs.

Within minutes, local, state and federal law enforcement from
around Virginia were responding to the worst mass-killing on
a college campus in our nations history. Join Colonel Steve
Flaherty, Virginia State Police Superintendent, for a detailed
discussion on lessons learned and the strategies put forth to
respond and investigate the mass tragedy of April 16, 2007.

COLONEL W. STEVEN FLAHERTY,
SUPERINTENDENT VIRGINIA STATE POLICE

For 34 years, Colonel W. Steven Flaherty has proudly served
the Commonwealth of Virginia as a public safety professional.
Since his appointment to Superintendent on October 1, 2003,
Colonel Flaherty has proven himself as an experienced,
respected, innovative leader committed to the protection and
safety of Virginia s citizens and highways. With three generations
of Flaherty s having served among the ranks of the Virginia State
Police, Colonel Flaherty is known as a trooper s trooper and
recognized for his integrity, professionalism, and dedication to
mission.

His career with the Virginia State Police began in 1975 as a
trooper assigned to Fredericksburg. Since then, he has served in
many capacities including: Sergeant on the Academy staff; First
Sergeant in the Norton Area Of ce; Lieutenant and later Captain
of the Safety Division; Deputy Director of the Bureau of Field
Operations (BFO); and Director of the Bureau of Administrative
and Support Services (BASS). His years of service have earned
him 55 commendations for distinction in public safety.

As Superintendent, Colonel Flaherty has reorganized various
areas of the Department in order to enhance the ef ciency of
State Police services to the public and other law enforcement.
Under his direction, the Virginia State Police achieved re-
accreditation in 2004 and 2007 from the National Commission
on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA), aproven
management model solicited by local and state law enforcement
nationwide. Colonel Flaherty also oversaw the establishment
of the Northern Virginia-DC Internet Crimes Against Children
(ICAC) Task Force, creation of a Sex Offender Investigative Unit,
and enhanced recruitment of minority populations. He has also
been pivotal in the development and management of a multi-
million dollar emergency communications system known as the
Statewide Agencies Radio System (STARS) - the nations rst
integrated voice-over-data communications system being used
by 21 Virginia state agencies. During Colonel Flaherty s tenure
as Superintendent, a much needed expansion to the State Police
Administrative Headquarters was completed; thus allowing for
adequate space for the Virginia Fusion Center and the new,
state-of-the-art Virginia Emergency Operations Center (EOC).

From the hallowed grounds of the Pentagon and Virginia Tech
to the aftermaths of Hurricane Isabel and other natural disasters,
ColonelFlahertyisaseasonedveteran ofemergency management

especially in the most challenging of crisis situations. One of
Colonel Flaherty s most de ning moments was his leadership
role during the tragic events of April 16, 2007 on the Virginia
Tech campus. His immediate deployment of State Police s skilled
personnel was paramount to the collaborative success of an
immense multi-agency response, and unprecedented homicide
investigation in both size and scope.

His memberships include the Virginia
Association of Chiefs of Police and the International Association
of Chiefs of Police.

In an effort to reduce school and juvenile violence, Bob began
working closely with the Los Angeles County Of ce of Education s

Safe School Center in 1997 and in October 2000, received the
Outstanding Young Californian award for his work in this area.

Bob was involved in the development and presentation of the
1999 POST Youth Violence telecourse, the Los Angeles County
Of ce of Education s Youth Weapons Prevention and Intervention
Program, and First Responder training offered through the
Federal Law Enforcement Training Center. Bob has presented on
institutional (school/workplace) and juvenile violence throughout
the United States.

MARCH CONFIRMED AS MAINE S U.S. MARSHAL

ORONO, Maine - The U.S. Senate con rmed Thursday afternoon the University of Maine s
top public safety of cial as the new U.S. marshal for Maine.

Noel March, who had been UMaine s chief of police and public safety director for eight
years, now will become the state s highest-ranking federal law enforcement of cial.

March learned in December President Barack Obama had nominated him for the position.
The U.S. marshal s responsibilities include catching federal fugitives, protecting the federal
courts, running the witness protection program and transporting federal prisoners. The
marshal also oversees Maine s Violent Crimes Task Force.

Noel is an outstanding choice to serve as U.S. Marshal for Maine, said U.S. Sen. Susan Collins. He is a good friend
and a well-respected, and dedicated, public law enforcement of cial. | know that his experience at UMaine will serve
him well as U.S. Marshal, and he will serve both our state and nation with distinction.

March, a Connecticut native who has lived in Maine more than 25 years, was one of ve people put forth for the
position by U.S. Rep. Mike Michaud, who coordinated the state s marshal search. Other people considered included
Oxford County Sheriff Wayne Gallant, Kennebec County Sheriff Randall Liberty, Deputy U.S. Marshal Kathryn Spellacy
and U.S. Marshal for Maine David Viles.

Viles had served as U.S. marshal since 2002.

March said the interview and screening process began in April.

According to Collins of ce, March is a graduate of the FBI National Academy and he graduated cum laude with a
bachelor s degree from the University of New England in 1998.

Before his arrival eight years ago in Orono, March served as director of the Maine Community Policing Institute.
March said in December the U.S. marshal position is a signi cant honor, for anyone in law enforcement because

the U.S. Marshals Service is the nations oldest federal law enforcement agency. It was launched when George
Washington was president.

In-Service Training Requirements for 2010-2011 Training Cycle

Every law enforcement of ce in the State must meet the following taining requirements in order to maintain certi cation. The Board
of Trustees is required by law to revoke the certi cate of any of cer who fails to meet the training requirements

In addition to the 20 hours of mandatory subject area training listed above for the 2010-2011 training cycle, every of cer must complete
an additional 20 hours of elective training as approved by the chief executive of cer of the employing agency. This elective training must
take place between January 1, 2010 and December 31, 2011

specifying the object of consent searches

Two relatively recent decisions of the Maine Supreme Judicial Court demonstrate the need for of cers to be more
speci ¢ concerning the object of the search when seeking consent.

Consent to Search Vehicle: In State v. Sargent, decided December 17, 2009, the Maine Supreme Judicial Court
concurred with the trial courts decision to suppress the evidence in a case of unlawful possession of scheduled
drugs (Class C). The trial court had held that the search of a shaving kit in the passenger compartment of the
defendant s vehicle was unreasonable under the Fourth Amendment. It held that the defendant s consent to search
his vehicle did not reasonably extend to closed containers within it. The Supreme Judicial Court agreed with the
trial court, concluding that consent to search a vehicle does not in all cases extend to containers within it, and that
under the objective circumstances of the consent in this case the trial court could conclude that the consent did
not reasonably encompass the bag. Under the facts of this case as found by the trial court, the circumstances did
not reasonably suggest consent by Sargent to search closed containers within his vehicle. Sargent was stopped at
a motor vehicle safety checkpoint and sent to a secondary area because of a seatbelt violation. Sargent was not
informed of the object of the search before he consented. Under these circumstances, a reasonable person would
have understood that the police intended, and Sargent agreed to, a search for further safety or possible traf c
violations. Therefore, the Supreme Judicial Court determined, under the objective circumstances in this case, the
trial court did not err in concluding that Sargent did not consent to a search of the shaving kit.

Consent to Search Computer: In State v. Bailey, decided March 4, 2010, the police went to defendants
house looking for a person who used another persons wireless Internet connection. The of cer did not tell the
defendant that he was looking for child pornography. Defendant admitted using a neighbor s wireless connection
and let the of cer look at his computer. The of cer then searched for video (AVI) les and found apparent child
pornography just from the le names; the of cer did not open the les on the computer. The use of deception did
not render the consent invalid. However, the Maine Supreme Judicial Court ruled that the of cer exceeded the
scope of the consent to check about wireless usage when he looked for the video les, and that was suppressed.
Pursuant to the objective reasonableness standard, the of cer s search exceeded the scope of the defendants
consent. A reasonable person observing the exchange would have concluded that the defendant was consenting
to a search for the purpose indicated by the of cer: to see if someone had been accessing his computer without
his permission. The of cer clearly exceeded that scope when he ran a general search for the video les on the
defendant s computer. The of cers search was not consistent with his stated purpose, and for that reason the
of cer s search for AVl les violated the defendant s Fourth Amendment rights.

LD 791 "An Act To Prohibit Furnishing a Place for Minors To Use lllegal Drugs"

Sponsored by Senator Kevin Raye

Amendment C B S-364Summary: This amendment replaces the bill and mirrors the penalties for furnishing a place for a minor to

consume alcohol in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 28-A, section 2081. For purposes of this new crime, a minor is a person under

21 years of age. The amendment also adds an appropriations and allocations section.

LD 1503 "An Act To Establish Emergency Zones on Public Ways To Minimize Accidents"
Sponsored by Senator A. Trahan
Reference Committee  Transportation
Amendment s-398 C A Summary: This amendment, which strikes and replaces the bill, requires an operator of a motor vehicle
to proceed at a careful and prudent speed when approaching or passing through an emergency zone. The amendment de nes
"emergency zone" as any portion of a way where at least one stationary ambulance or emergency medical service, re department,
hazardous material response or police vehicle is located with emergency lights in use for the purposes of rendering medical assistance
or responding to an event when the situation presents a risk of harm to a person using the way or an area immediately adjacent to the
way.

Signed by the Governor on March 26, 2010 as Public Law Chapter 554

LD 1522 "An Act To Streamline the Renewal Process for a Permit To Carry a Firearm"
Sponsored by Representative Benjamin Pratt
Reference Committee:  Criminal Justice and Public Safety
Amendment H-633 C A Summary: This amendment replaces the bill. The amendment speci es that, if there is an objection to the
issuance of an initial permit to carry a rearm to a person who would otherwise be prohibited from doing so, the objection must be
provided to the Commissioner of Public Safety in writing and, as is currently provided, the commissioner may not issue the permit.
The reason for the objection must be communicated in writing to the commissioner in order for it to be the sole basis for denial.
If a person noti ed objects in writing, including the reason for the objection, to the commissioner regarding a 2nd or subsequent
issuance of a permit, the commissioner shall consider the objection when determining whether a 2nd or subsequent permit may be
issued to the applicant, but need not deny the issuance of a permit based on an objection alone. Again, as current law provides, the
commissioner may deny any application for a permit, even if no objection is led.

Signed by the Governor on March 11, 2010 as Public Law Chapter 503

LD 1561 "An Act To Regulate the Use of Traf c Surveillance Cameras"

Sponsored by Senator Dennis Damon

Summary: This bill prohibits the use of traf ¢ surveillance cameras to collect data that could be used to uniquely identify a vehicle or

individual and adds automated license plate recognition systems to the list of regulated surveillance technology.

Summary of Adopted Amendment S-401 C A : This amendment strikes and replaces the bill. The amendment de nes "automated

license plate recognition system" as a system of one or more mobile or xed high-speed cameras combined with computer algorithms

to convert images of registration plates into computer-readable data. The amendment clari es that an automated license plate

recognition system does not include a photo-monitoring system used by the Maine Turnpike Authority or a law enforcement agency

for toll enforcement purposes.

Summary of Adopted Amendment S-432 S "B" to C "A": Amend the amendment in section 1 in §2117A in subsection 3 in paragraph

C in the last 2 lines (page 2, lines 1 and 2 in amendment) by striking out the following: "a reasonable articulable suspicion, or records
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from the National Crime Information Center database" and inserting the following: 'speci ¢ and articulable facts of a concern for
safety, wrongdoing or a criminal investigation or pursuant to a civil order or records from the National Crime Information Center
database or an of cial published law enforcement bulletin’

Summary of Adopted Amendment S-453 S "C" to C "A": This amendment removes authority for the joint standing committee of the
Legislature having jurisdiction over transportation matters to submit a bill to the First Regular Session of the 125th Legislature.

LD 1590 "An Act To Update and Clarify Polygraph Examiner and Private Investigator Licensing Laws Administered
by the Department of Public Safety"

LD 1610 "An Act To Establish the Silver Alert Program"
Sponsored by Representative Margaret Rotundo
Reference Committee: Criminal Justice and Public Safety
Summary of Adopted Amendment H-709 C A : This amendment, which is the majority report, replaces the bill. It requires the
Department of Public Safety to develop a Silver Alert Program for missing senior citizens in cooperation with the Department of
Transportation, the Maine Turnpike Authority, the Of ce of the Governor, a statewide organization representing broadcast groups
in the State and appropriate law enforcement agencies. The Silver Alert Program must include standards of procedure for receiving
reports of a missing person with an irreversible deterioration of intellectual faculties such as dementia and activating a Silver Alert at
the appropriate local or statewide level and a plan for alerting the public through the media and highway message signs. The Silver
Alert Program must also include appropriate training for all law enforcement of cers. The program and training must be developed
and implemented within existing resources. The amendment removes the requirement for Board of Trustees of the Maine Criminal
Justice Academy to establish mandatory minimum standards by January 1, 2011 and for law enforcement agencies to certify that their
policies are consistent with those standards.

Signed by the Governor on April 1, 2010 as Public Law Chapter 583

LD 1612 "An Act To Amend the Laws Regarding the Unlawful Use of License or Identi cation Card"
Sponsored by Representative Meredith Strang Burgess
Reference Committee:  Criminal Justice and Public Safety
Summary: This bill amends the offense of possessing or displaying a suspended license by creating a 2-tier violation, a crime and a
traf c infraction, which parallels the changes made to the operating after suspension statute by Public Law 2009, chapter 297. The bill
provides that a person commits a Class E crime if that person displays or possesses a suspended driver’s license or identi cation card
when operation of the motor vehicle by that person is punishable as a crime. The bill also provides that a person commits a traf ¢
infraction if that person displays or possesses a suspended driver's license or identi cation card when operation of the motor vehicle
by that person is punishable as a traf c infraction.
The bill further adds a cross-reference to clarify what is intended by the conduct of "operating while license suspended." The conduct is
as described in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 29-A, section 2412-A, subsection 1-A, paragraph A.
The bill also clari es which prohibited acts are strict liability crimes.
Summary of Adopted Amendment H-617 C "A": This amendment strikes from the bill language regarding the suspension of an
identi cation card, as it is not suspended like a driver's license. The amendment also gives a law enforcement of cer the authority to
have towed a motor vehicle of a person who is issued a summons for a traf c¢ infraction operating after suspension.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1. 15 MRSA 8393, sub-82, as amended by PL 2007, c. 670, §7, is further amended to read:

2. Application after 5 years. A person subject to the provisions of subsection 1, paragraph A-1 or C as
a result of a conviction or adjudication may, after the expiration of 5 years from the date that the person is nally
discharged from the sentences imposed as a result of the conviction or adjudication, apply to the commissioner
for a permit to carry a rearm subject to subsection 4. That person may not be issued a permit to carry a con-
cealed rearm pursuant to Title 25, chapter 252. A permit issued pursuant to this subsection is valid for 4 years
from the date of issue unless sooner revoked for cause by the commissioner. For purposes of this subsection,
" rearm" does not include a rearm de ned under 18 United States Code, Section 921(3).

Sec. 2. 15 MRSA 8393, sub-84, as amended by PL 2007, c. 670, §8, is further amended to read:

4. Noti cation, objection and decision. Upon receipt of an application, the commissioner shall
determine if #the application is in proper form. If the application is proper, the commissioner shall within 30

days notify in writing the sentencing or presiding judge, the Attorney General, the district attorney for the county
where the applicant resides, the district attorney for the county where the conviction occurred, the law enforce-
ment agency that investigated the crime, the chief of police and sheriff in the municipality and county where the
crime occurred and the chief of police and sheriff in the municipality where the applicant resides as of the ling

A. If, within 30 days of the sending of notice, a person noti_ed objects in writing to the commissioner regard-
ing the initial issuance of a permit and provides the reason for the objection, the commissioner may not issue
a permit. The reason for the objection must be communicated in writing to the commissioner in order for it to
be the sole basis for denial.

B. If, within 30 days of the sending of notice, a person noti ed objects in writing, including the reason for the
objection, to the commissioner regarding a 2nd or subsequent issuance of a permit, the commissioner shall take
the objection and its reason into consideration when determining whether to issue a 2nd or subsequent permit
to the applicant, but need not deny the issuance of a permit based on an objection alone.

The commissioner may deny any application for a permit even if no objection is led.
